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.gz is a file name extension for a GNU zipped (compressed) file, .gz files are primarily UNIX files generated by the gzip program.
.hqx is a file name extension for BinHexed Macintosh files which are files that are compressed and encoded from binary to hexadecimal. See also BinHexed file.
.tar is a file name extension short for tape archive and indicates a compressed UNIX file.
.wrl is the file name extension for a VRML document which is also called a world.
.Z is a file name extension for UNIX files compressed using the Compress program.
.zip is a file name extension for compressed PC files using the programs PKZIP, PKUNZIP or WinZip,
A 3-D scene description language is a program used to create objects that make up a 3-D scene. A few of many 3-D scene description languages are 3-D Studio. Caligari trueSpace, and Softlmage.
An acoustic coupler is a hardware device that permits computer-to-computer communication without the necessity of connecting a telephone line. It sends and receives analog signals to a modem using the handset of a telephone.
ACS, see Communications server.
Adclicks are the number of times computer users click on an inline ad seen on Web pages. See also adviews.
The Advanced Technology Demonstration Network (ATDnet), sponsored by ARPA, the Advanced Research Projects Agency, is a high​speed network that runs at a speed of 2.4 Gbps


C-48 and connects about six federal agencies to its backbone at 155-Mbps speed.
Adviews are the number of times an inline ad is server to computer users. See also adclicks.
Anonymous FTP allows transferring files to and from publicly accessible directories of Internet computers that allow guest logins. Anonymous FTP users usually enter the word anonymous or FTP as the login id and an Internet E-mail address as the password.
ANSI is the American National Standards Institute, the body that certifies organizations that develop standards for the information industry in the U.S.
ANSI.SYS is a device driver included in DOS that is used to change screen display and colors.
API, see Application Programmer Interface.
AppleScript is a script language developed by Apple Computer for extending and controlling the Macintosh operating system.
An applet is a program written in the Java language to run within HoOava and other browsers, notably Netscape 2.0.
An Application Programmer Interface (API) is the specification of how a programmer writing an application accesses the facilities of an object.
Archie is an Internet information retrieval tool that retrieves a list of anonymous FTP files. Archie delivers a list of locations that have the files being sought. The list can be saved to disk or E-mailed to you, and the file(s) can then be retrieved using FTP.

Word weighting is used to assign relative importance to words in a database. For example, a word in a title is weighted more heavily than the same word occurring in the text. These weights are used for ranking the result of a search in order of relevance. See relevance ranking.
A world is a VRML document. The file name extension for a VRML document is .wrl.
World Wide Web (WWW or W3) is a large-scale, networked, h>pertext system that links different kinds of Internet resources through a series of html documents. The documents on the Web can include graphics and images and may have links to sound, image, video files and Java applets. From the Web, computer users can access Web documents, FTP, WAIS and Gopher servers, Telnet sites, directories, and other Internet resources. Physicists at CERN in Geneva, Switzerland originated WWW.
The World Wide Web Consortium, (W3 Consortium) exists to develop common standards for the evolution of the World Wide Web. It is an industry consortium run by the Laboratory for Computer Science at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology. In Europe, MIT collaborates with Conseil Europeen pour la Recherche Nucleaire (CERN), originators of the Web. and the Institut National de Recherche en Informatique et en Automatique (INRIA), the European W3C center.
World Wide Web Worm (WWWW or W4) was the first index to the html documents accessible on the World Wide Web.
WWWInline is a directive that tells the VRML browser to retrieve an additional VRML document.
X.400 is an International Telecommunication Union (ITU) standard for E-mail.

X.500 is an International Telecommunication Union (ITU) standard for directory information.
XModem is a microcomputer file transfer protocol that was written in 1977 and was the first file transfer protocol for microcomputers. XModem is almost alwavs included in telecommunications software packages. If there is trouble finding a file transfer protocol common to both computers, you can usually resort to XModem.
x-world/x-vrml is the Mime type for VRML documents.
The YanoffList is a list of services and information resources accessible on the Internet, arranged roughly by topic. The list is produced and updated bimonthly, by Scott Yanoff at the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee. In order to learn how to retrieve the latest version of the YanoffList, use the finger command and finger yanoff@alpha2.csduwm.edu.
Yaw is spinning about a vertical axis. Compare with pitch and roll.
YModem is a microcomputer file transfer protocol that was developed to improve upon XModem.
Zine is short for electronic magazine (E-zine), which is an online magazine.
ZModem is one of the fastest and most popular microcomputer file transfer protocols. ZModem can send single or multiple files, and uses 16-bit (2-byte) or 32-bit (4-byte) CRC error detection, which is more accurate than checksum and other CRC error checking methods. ZModem uses either 2K or 4K sliding windows, or streaming. ZModem also has a crash-recovery feature that allows overwriting or protecting the partially transferred file from being overwritten when a data transmission is interrupted.
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
